DO YOU KNOW WHO THISMAN |S?

This man was born near Burksville, Kentucky, on April the
sixth, 1909, inalittleoldlog cabin. The morning of hisbirth something
very unusual happened. After the midwife had washed him and placed
him by his mother, she walked over to open up the little wooden
window so that the young mother could see her first bornbaby: William
Marrion Branham. Upon opening the window a supernatural Light
came whirling in the room and circled around the baby and laid down
on the bed. When the midwife and parentssaw thishalo they beganto
cry; they wereafraid and did not understand what it all meant. Not until
many years later did those who knew about the halo understand that
God had His hand on this man for a great ministry to the people of the
world.

The baby grew. The first time that God spoke audibly to him
was when he was about seven years old. While he was helping his
father carrying some water, he stgpped to reg under an old poplar tree.
Suddenly, he heard a Voice out from the tree saying: "Never drink,
smoke or defil eyour body in any way, for | have awork for youto do
when you get older."

Two weeks later as he was playing on the banks of the Ohio
River, he saw avision. He noticed what appeared to himto be a bridge
coming up from the Kentucky side of theriver, over towards Indana
As the bridge was progressing towards Indiana, he saw sixteen men
drop from the bridge into the water. Twenty-two years later when the
Municipal Bridge was built between Louisville and Jeffersonville,
sixteen men lost their lives. God was speaking to the young man and
laying the foundation for himto havefaith inthe thingsthat God would
show him in the future years.

At the age of fourteen he was out hunting and had an accident
which caused him to be hospitalized for seven months. At thistime the
Voice came back to him many times, but he was afraid of It and he
aways refusedto listen and to respond. But God dealt with him during
those months while he was in the hospital, even though all thistime he
rejected and refused to listen to God. At the age of 19 he became very
ill, he was told that his appendix would have to be removed and the
operation was necessary for recovery.

He concluded that maybe he was more sck than he reali zed. In
that case he wanted someone with him who knew God. So he called for
the Pastor of the Frst Baptist Church who stayed there with him as he
went into the operating room. Just before they started tooperate, hefelt
that he was rapidly growing weaker. Fear entered his mind that he
would never come out of thisoperation but that he'd be called upon to
meet his God, and he realized that he was not ready. For the first time
in hislife he called upon God for help.

Immediately after the operation he experienced another vision
which was the turning point in hislife. He saw himself deep in agreat
forest. The sound of wind and rustling leaves was coming closer and
closer. He thought to himself that it was death, coming to take him
away. Oh, how he cried to God because he was not ready to meet his
Creator. Thewind camecloser and louder. Thenit seemedasif he was



back again in his boyhood days standing there in the lane underneath
that poplar treewhere he first heard the V oice speak to him when he
was seven years old. Again the Voice spoke: "Never drink, smoke or
defile your body in anyway... | called you and you would not go." The
words were repeated three times. Then Mr. Branham cried: "Lord, if
that is'You, let me go back to earth again and I'll preach Y our Gospel
from the housetops and street corners. I'll tell everyone about It."

Hefelt stronger and realized that deathwas
not near but that he would be well. The doctor had not |eft the hospital
because he wanted tocheck onthe progress of his patient. When he saw
William Branham he said: "I'm not a churchgoing man; my practiceis
so great | don't have time. But | know that God has visited this boy."
Evidently the doctor had felt that William Branham would not live
through the operation, but not only had he lived through it but appeared
to be sronger and well on his way to recovery.

After afew days he was rel eased from the hospital and retumed
home. He then started out to seek God. From church to church he went,
tryingto find some place where Christianswould helphim and ingruct
him as how to contact God.

Onenight, at home, he became 0 hungry for God hewasafraid
he could not live unless he found Him. Not wanting to bother anyone
in the house, he went out into an old wood shed in the back of the house
and there hetried to pray. He did not know how to pray but he lifted his
heart to God and cried out the best he could. Suddenly, there appeared
aLight in the form of a crossand a Voice spoke to himin a language
he did not understand. Then it went away. He became frightened and
wondered as he said: "Lord, if thisis You, please come back and talk
to me again." The Light re-entered the shed. Ashe prayed it appeared
again the third time. Now he realized that he had met God. He was
happy; he wasthankful.

Helifted hisheart to God in thanksgiving as he jJumped and ran
into the house as though he was running on air. His mother said: "Bill,
what has happened to you?' He answered: "l do not know, but | sure
feel good." Rather than stay in the house where the people were, he
went outside where he could be alone with his new found Friend.

He began to attend a Bapti st Church and one of the first things
he realized was that God wanted him inthe ministry. Realizing thet the

discipleshad something modem ministers did not have, he asked God
to give him what the early disciples had. The disaples were baptized
with the Holy Ghost, healed the sick, and did mighty miracles in the
Name of Jesus. He began to pray for the baptism of the Holy Ghast.
About six months later when he received the baptism, God spoketo him
telling him to preach the Word and pray for the sick.

Within six months after his conversion, plans were being made
for hisfirst service. He began tent meetings in his own home town of
Jeffersonville. It was estimated that as many as three thousand people
attended a single service and a large number were converted.

At the baptismal service which followed the campaign, over a
hundred and thirty people were baptized in water. It was at this time
that the heavenly Light appeared above him as he was baptizing the
seventeenth person, like agreat star, and from that Light came forth a
Voice that said: “ As John the Baptist was sent to forerun the first
coming of Christ, so you are sent forthwitha MESSAGE to forerun the
second coming of Christ”. This Light was witnessed by the large
congregation that stood on the banks of the Ohio River and the
newspaper carried an article pertaining to it.

On May the 7th, 1946, an Angel who had spoken to Brother
Branham in audible voice at intervals from his childhood, finally




appeared to him, and among other things told him that Christ's coming
was near at hand. And the Heavenly Messenger said: "l am sent from
the presence of Almighty God to tell you that God has sent you to take
agift of healing to the peoples of the world."

Now, notice, as God sent an Angel to be with Moses, and gave
him two perfect miraclesas signsand proofsto the peoplethat God had
appeared to him and commissioned him, under divine guidance, to be
their deliverer (Exod. 4:1-31), just so, the Lord sent an Angel to be with
and to prosper Brother Branham, He has also given him two perfect
miraculous signs which have served to raise the faith of thousands of
the humanly incurableto thelevel wherethe" Gift of Healing" operates.
The first sign: he would have been able to detect and dagnose all
diseases and afflictions; the second sign: the Angel told him that the
anointing would cause him to see and enable him to tell the sufferers
many of the events of their lives from their childhood down to the
present time. Even their thoughts while they were coming to the
platform or before they came to the meeting. God confirmed the
preaching of Hisservant with signsand wonders; He began to show him
some wrong things that the churches preached and practiced, like the
water baptism inthetitlesinstead of the Name of the Lord JesusChrist.

One day thismanwasin
Houston, Texas, to preach the
Word of God.

As he
turnedto look he saw nothing but debris, craters, and smokeall over the
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land of America.

On February 28th, 1963, while he was on the Sunset Mountain
in Arizona, he was
taken up in a great
Cloud formed of
seven Angels. God
told him to return
home, for, THUS
SAITH THE LORD,
the seven mysteries
that had been hid in
the Bible al these
years, were going to
be open in the Seven
Seals of Revelation.
